THE DANGER OF RAISINS & GRAPES

Raisins and grapes can be deadly to some dogs. The toxic mechanism is unknown at this time. Some dogs can eat a lot of them and be fine while others only a few can kill. When ingested some dogs are led to kidney failure. The first sign your dog will show is vomiting within the first few hours of ingestion. Within 24hrs you can observe anorexia, lethargy, diarrhea or abdominal pain. Other signs could run from GI signs to acute renal failure to death. If your dog eats a lot of raisins or grapes, it is advisable to have bloodwork run daily for 3 days post ingestion. If the kidney values are normal after 3 days your pet should have no residual affects from the ingestion. If your pet's kidney values are not normal, IV fluids along with other treatments will be started. If you know your pet just ate a large amount of grapes/raisins bring him/her to your vet to be given an emetic to purge the contaminants from their system.
